• Traveling to Zambia for 17 days in April, 

GMI team member Joseph Asong, working 

with local teachers, offered weeklong Bible 

school modules in two towns, Mufilira and 

Kapiri.  Between the two locations, 30 students 

attended the modules, where they received 

parts one and two of Survey of Bible Doctrines.

(SHOO-peh) Chirwa have joined GMI.  They 

are Malawians who have worked closely with 

the GMI team there for several years.  While 

supporting the GMI work in Malawi, they have 

also engaged in their own ministries of teach-

ing and training.  They will spend the next six 

months to a year in Malawi, continuing to work 

with our team there before moving to a differ-

ent field.  Part of this extended time in Malawi 

will be spent visiting current or target fields to 

determine their ultimate field of service.  

• Edah Mwanamoya is the widow of the 

late Simon Mwanamoya.  The Mwanamoyas 

were serving in Eswatini when, last November, 

Simon tragically passed away in a car accident 

while visiting their home country of Zambia.  

Edah and her family continue to work through 

their grief while depending on the Lord and 

His strength.  During this process, Edah has 

decided to continue serving the Lord with GMI.  

As a widow, taking care of her children, she will 

be working in Zambia, ministering to women, 

youth and children, as she serves alongside 

the Grace Church in Zambia.  Thank you for 

praying for the Mwanamoya family during this 

very difficult time of transition.

• Praise from Bolivia. This praise is different 

from those we normally share, but you will be 

encouraged to see how God answered this 

prayer request.  GMI team members, Brian 

and Gloria Abranovich, share this about their 

daughter, Nina: “We recently celebrated 

Nina’s birthday, and it was a beautiful answer 

to prayer.
